Dennis H. Hamilton of Cadillac passed away peacefully and met his Lord and
Savior Saturday, October 14, 2017 at McLaren Northern Michigan Hospital in
Petoskey surrounded by his family and friends.

 Dennis was born July 26, 1952 in Cadillac to Clark H. and Marjory M. (Flint)

 In 1970 he graduated from Cadillac High School. To Denny working was one
of his hobbies and he was the owner/operator of Hamilton Communications
for 38 years.
